What is REAL ID?
The REAL ID is a federally compliant form of identification that was created to enhance security and standardize ID requirements across all states. You’ll know you have a REAL ID if your license or ID card has a star in the upper right-hand corner.
If your current ID is not REAL ID-compliant, you may be denied boarding for domestic flights beginning May 7.
What You Can Do:
· Check your ID: If there’s no star on your license, visit your state’s DMV website for upgrade info.
· Traveling without a REAL ID? Bring a valid passport or another TSA-approved form of ID.
· International travelers: If you're flying into the U.S. from abroad, your passport will suffice. However, if you plan on any domestic flights while in the U.S., be sure to carry it with you at all times.
